The story of the Scottish Rite Guard of the Valley of Richmond in
the Orient of Virginia should be written. Few of its members would be
better qualified to record its contributi-on locally, statewide or
nationail;r than Dr. Franklin Adair Tyler, who has been a part of it
during nost of the years of its life.

Dr. Tyler has had the unique experience of having been a member
of Dalcho Consistory, Greenville, S.C., participated in the active work
of Albert Pike Consistory, D.C., and Richmond, Virginia.

He served as Venerable Master of Libertas (now Richmond) Lodge of
Perfection and as President of the Scottish Rite Foundation of
Virginia. His tenur e_was during the trying days after the death of
I11. Robert D.^Ford 3)o , Lhru the interim appointment of I11. Bro. {os.
A. Ricketts 33o and until the selection of I11. Clyde C. Shankle llo

who was also a member of the Masoni-c Home Board.

He has served as President of the Richmond Dental Society, and
Civitan Club. He was Commander of Rj-chmond Post #1, American Legion,
President of the State Dental Veterans of Vir ginia, member of the
Medical Advisory Committee of the Federal Civil Defense Admi-nistration
and a member of the Board of Stewards of Centenary Methodist Church.

He was also a member of the Committee of Thirty-Three, of National
So jcurners .

Dr" Tyler was included in Whors Who of 1959 and is the author of
^1.24 arL:-cl.es in national pubiications and other periodicals.

Thru the pages that, foflow, he has in a most intimate and in-
teresti-ng manner, brought to life many of our Guardsmen who have an-
swer"ed rfTapsrt and calied to memory others who are yei- among us,
battling the cause of Sco ttish Rite Freemasonry in its camps which
have been dedicated to freedom and justice.

It would hardly seem possible that compulsory attendance,
weekly dri]1, and extra rehearsals would contribute to an excep-
tional esprit-de-corps, even 1f these were expected to assure a
smooth r,lorking unit. But sueh was the case. It should be recall_ed
that Past Masters, Masters, and Officers of many Blue Lodges who
joined the new orgarrization were men who had already made fine con-
tributions by their work in the Fraternity and so honored for it.
That they were willing to make further sacrifices was shornrn by con-
sistent attendance, many hours of drill in 'frhe schoo] of rhe
soldier-Dismounted,, and the rfManuat of rhe sabrer....rf it, was
bori-ng to the service men it was not apparent.

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and rehearsals which stressed precision and timing added much-to each
performance and their efforts were always well reeeived. The excel-
lerree of this group may be judged by a report of the District Dept.
Gr. Master who ehecked it at a suburban lodge appearance and reported
only two mi-nor errors in the enti-re ritual. The team: C. Krug, J.
HaI1, Jr., C. Shankle, R. Ashworth, H. Taylor, W. R. Wei-siger, W. M.

Engard, J. Kessler, R. Puckett, and R. Pierce.* Any mention of the
Rite was scrupulously avoid.edl however, a non-Rite Mason sent a pro-
test to the Grand Master of Masons (Virginia) charging publicity
which resulted in disbanding the team forthwith.

In addition to BIue Lodge visitations the Guard had opportunity
to enjoy visits to other Bodies in the State. In Danviller Newport
News, Roanoke, the l8th and Z)Lh Degrees were conferred in fine style.
In Newport News one of our members (B W) walked into a strange Doctorts
ofti""'and said: tfDoctor, there is not a --- thing lirong with me; but
I sure would like a couple of Rxs.rr He got the, too.*+ When the
Alexandria Consistory held its f irst Reunion in the New Temple we were
asked to confer Lhe 29Lh Degree. The Guard received high praise from
rankrng Marine Corps High-ups and Supreme Council Officers as weII.

Another Alexandria trip was the participation in the dedication
of the George Washington National Memoria] Masonie Temple and the
Guard marched in the parade. Unfortunately a cloudburst hit just be-
fore we reached the reviewing stand and the new dress uniforms, caps
and capes, became heavier by the second. General John A. LeJeune,
Mason and ranking Marine, told us later that it was indeed remarkable
what good formation and excellent atignment was maintained until the
reviewing stand was passed. Captain Be1l was complimented no end.

Another Contribution of the Guard in the 20s was the introduction
of the Z)Lh Degree. The writer, who came to the Guard by way of
Dalcho Consistory, S.C and Albert Pike Consistory of D.C., had wit-
nessed this Degree in Asheville, N.C.*** ln 1927 and had been impressed

a visitor from Kansas City (his name eseapes me) who deseribed
an order for boys and named for Jacques DeMolai-, then going
strong in the west'
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of the older ))s, remtnded us that this was the first outdoor appear-
ance he could recall and complimented the Unit highly for the formation
it mai-ntained. When the Mosque was reached we moved into Conpany Front
and presented sabres. Just then arrother unit, which always claimed a
military background, marched up in what we regarded as a ragged step
and went into a wavy line between our unit and the stand. Their backs
were to our line of Sabres-at-Sa1ute. Some of the Guardsmen were,
miffed but most of them had wide grins. As we got the ercpected
commands* the t'Skipperrt quickly said: rThe first man that opens his
mouth - Irfl shoot him at sunri-se.rr It was amusi-ng to see the red faces
and get the lame explanations of the trained members of the other unit.
So we shone by eomparison too.

We had a satisfactory part in the Golden Jubilee Reunion of Nov-
ember 1928. The re was a special ceremony of ffBrirning The Mortgage of
the Templetr, and the fine hand of Secretary R. D. Ford ll" was seen in
the impressive ritual of the occasion. Jos. Ricketts, George Wright,
Horace Shepperson, and Hardin Bache (aU- Masters)^had leading parts.
Moving addresses were given by Robert S. Crump 33" S G f G; by C. A.
Nesbitt 33 Gr.Cross*+; and Grand Commander John Cowles.

The real satisfaction, however, was our awareness of the circum-
stances leadi ng up to this great event. Some time before, the Guard
had really stuck its collective neck out; committed itself. Since the
means of handling the building indebtedness of the Rite was not forth-
coming and the monied people might force a showdoun, a speci-al meeti-ng
was called. Remember, this was in the time of the great recession and
petitions were hard to come by. Classes were small and threatened to
become sma1ler. At this meeting the Guard made a pledge to match
petitions with the general mernbership of the Rite and somehow managed
to live up to thi-s rash promise. A concerted, well planned drive paid
off and resulted in securing the largest class in many moons*** (Frank

In 7931, O" D. Garton joined up, beginhing a thirty year career
wllch ended in his acquiring a White Cap" A recital of some of the
Degree casts indicates the versatility of the Guard members of this
period" Clyde Pugh had actj-ve part in the P M; W. J. Wellington in
the Sixth'k. In the Eight - M. Engard, C. Shankl-e, W. R. Weisiger,,
R. Bidgood, H" Hord, N. Kendler, Wm. Jones had active parts. The
Ninth was served by H. Donald, R. Puckett, H. Taylor, A. 8e11, E.
Palmore, W. Childress, J. Ozment, N. Kendler, R. Hicks and W. R.
Weisiger" The Lodge of Strict Obserluance 207 Team had charge of the
Tenth (E F), C. Shankle, H. Lane, W. Wellington carrying the load.
A near all-Guard team conferred the Eleventh, with W. Crump, J. Ozment,
H. Donald, and H. Lane outstanding. In the Degrees of the Lodge of
Perfection the Director of Work was M. M. Wallace.** Officers: R.
Ashworth, V M, C. Shankle, F. Ty1er, F. Shepperson, R. Hord, W. Jones
M. Engard, A. B. Cosby. In the next three years C. Shankle and F.
Tyler succeeded R. G. Ashworth as Ven. Master.

In the Chapter of Rose Croix we were represented by Chas. Krug,
John Hall, Frank Hook, F. Tyler, M. Wallaee and Mac Cosby in that
order. From the Fifteenth through the Eighteenth were W. Crump, M.
Engard, Geo. King, A. S. Be1l, Frank Hookrx+x C. Krug, J. Ha1l, Jr.
and F. Tyler. The leading Military positions were held by Warren
Crump, Milton Engard, Geo. T. King, Jr., along with John Wood and
Arthur Bell in the Fifteenth. Many recall the super-fine acting of
John Wood and his cohorts in the Bridge Scene; very good indeed and
improved no end by the experienced support.

In the Officer personnel of the Council were: H. T. Taylor, R.
Hicks, W. Welli-ngton, C. Stoler, M. Engard, R. Puckett. Many nembers
were listed in lhe degrees from the Twentieth to the Twenty-ninih
(f S,q S), namelX, H" Taylor, R. Hord, R. Hieks, N Kendler, R.
Puekett, Emmett Palmore, C. Pugh, W. Weisi-ger, R. Bidgood and R. H.
Pierce, H. Taylor, Chas. Stoler, and Raleigh Hicks helped carry the
Twenty-sixth and in the cast of the Kn. Commander of the Temple.

Three occasions when members of the 01d Guard rendered timely and
material help should be recorded here. It was Nick Kendrer in ilre
thirties who repaired the crumbling parapet wa1l (roof) of the Temple
and replaced the warls and ceiling of the dining room. Also'covered
the pillars. This operation (basement) stopped the aceurmrlation of
moisture and the resulting unsightly plaster deterioration. The metal
walls which he installed were specially treated and are still holding
nieely. The important fact was, that in meeting a pressi-ng need* his
bill was just half of the amount quoted in al-1 bi-ds received; totaling
less than a thousand dollars for both roof and dining room.

In another emergency Worthie L. Childress, Heating Engineer,
replaced a worn out heating system of the Temple for less than two-
thousand dou-ars. He herd to an estlmate that would have justified
a much higher figure since he had to furnish so rnany requi-red extras.
Lem Fear, Temple Supt. and former contractor, stated that the Childress
bill was ridlculously low.

John T. wood leveled the old sloping church froor of the class
Room with attracti-ve results. He hired members of the Rite who were
unemployed by reason of the recession, accomplishing this objective
at about a third of the nineteen-hundred-fifty dollar bids offered
us, and we paid the insurance as well. The membership was informed.
that Diogenes might now stop his search.

We were of necessity operating on a low budget in this period,
and each man who favored us knew it.*+

M.y, 7936, marked the Statewide Reunion in Richmond. This fol-
l-owed the proposal of the President of the Educational Council of the
s.R. of virginia (Guardsman) which was supported by J. o. D. copenhaver
)3" of Roanoke. rn this fine affair Richmond was given the privilege
of conferring the Fifth, Eighth, Ninth, Thirteenth, Twenty-ninth,
Thirty-first, and rhirty-second Degrees. F. Tyler had been re-elected

Further changes occurred" in the Guard. Raleigh Hicks &<CCU) was
Commander, Joe T. Mize11, Jrr** Captain; N. Kendler, 1st.LtT, and H.
T. Taylor had assumed the positi-on as Secretary. W. M. Engard was
2nd.Lt. Thos" Cheatham, Bob Gayle, and Oscar Kennedy had beeome
regulars" In the Temple appearanees which we observed, the Old Guard
seemed to have reached a point of efficiency which made them seem 1n-
di-spensible in the work of the Rite. Many shared our iriew.

Another program deserves menti-on. It was not entirely a Guard
effort but, many partlcipants were our members. The p1ay, nJohn
Brentrr, was put on by Masons and furnished good entertainment. From
our viewpoint R. H. Rrckett gave a superb performance, along rnri-th
hr. J. Jones. hlhile racking any training in lega1 procedure Puckett
acted the part of a Defense Counsel (opposing a real life lawyer)
1n such a manner as to prompt inquiries as to possible lega1 exper-
ienee. Laudatory comments were heard wherever the production was
given. W. R. Weisiger, George Wrlght, Joe Mize11, Jr. and others
had prominent parts.

A recognized and enjoyable duty of the Guard was assisting in
the Maundy Thursday observances; ritualistic work on Thursday and
Easter Sunday. The program in 1938 under^Wise Master Engard stands&
out in opr recollections.
